In 1610 Galileo left Padua to become “first philosopher and mathematician™ to the
Duke of Tuscany. This gave him more time for research and in 1613 he published a book
called Lewers on the Sunspots, and in it, as well as describing for the first time the spots
that appear on the face of the Sun, declared his belief in Copemnicus’ theory that the
Earth goes round the Sun.
